Program outline

The aim of the study visit of Armenian, Georgian, Ukrainian and Moldovan diplomats and civil servants is to introduce the Estonian EU and NATO integration experience, develop contacts with partner countries and Estonian key officials responsible for European and Transatlantic integration processes.
The course is focused on the reform and integration process Estonia has passed on its way to EU and NATO, perspectives of the integration processes in Europe, including the European Neighbourhood Policy/ Eastern Partnership, and the continuation of the enlargement of European institutions. 
The project is financially supported by the Government of Estonia via Estonian Ministry of Foreign Affaires. 

Study visit consists of lectures, seminars and visits to Estonian state institutions to introduce their practice and exchange Estonian experience. Study visit will end with an international conference ‚The Eastern Partnership: A Special Relationship in Making?’.

Armenian, Georgian, Ukrainian and Moldovan diplomats and civil servants.

Fluent English and professional affiliation to the topics related to European integration, European Neighbourhood Policy/ Eastern Partnership Initiative.
